TEXAS A&M SWIM CAMP RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. The use of alcohol, drugs, tobacco (including vaping), and any other illegal or inappropriate substance by campers
is prohibited. Violations will be considered justification for immediate expulsion from the Camp without refund.

2. Campers are not allowed to bring lighters, candles, matches, incense, knives, or any other inappropriate items to
camp. Any items found will be confiscated and calls to parents made. Violations will be considered justification for
immediate expulsion from the Camp without refund.

3. The campers are expected to conduct themselves as ladies and gentlemen at all times. Inappropriate
language and/or actions will not be tolerated.

4. Campers are expected to follow the rules set forth at their camp group’s roll calls, as instructed by the camper’s
counselors and by the all camp meeting on the first evening.

5. Portable stereos, I-Pods, mp3 players, Gameboys, cell phones, etc. should not wander outside of the camper’s dorm.
The camp assumes no liability for any lost or stolen items.

6. Campers are not permitted in rooms or suites occupied by people of the opposite gender at any time.
Violation will result in expulsion from camp without refund.

7. A curfew procedure will be explained to the campers at an orientation meeting on the first day of camp. It will be
enforced without exception. After 8:00 p.m., campers must be in the dorm facility unless supervised activities or
specific permission from a staff member allows them to be elsewhere. Campers must be in their rooms promptly at
10:00 p.m., with room checks beginning at 10:00 p.m. Absence from their room at bed check or the dorm without
supervision of a staff member is a serious matter and will be handled by the cam director.

8. Campers must wear the name badges given to them at registration at all times.

9. As a courtesy to fellow campers and to other residents, loud and boisterous activity must be minimized. Quiet
hours in the dorm are between 10:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. and will be strictly enforced. Campers are allowed only on the
swim camp hallways. All other hallways, except common dorm areas, i.e., first floor lobby, game room, etc. are off
limits. The camp floors are off limits to non-camp residents. Parents and visitors are not allowed beyond the first
floor lobby (i.e. in the camper’s room) except during check-in and check-out.

10. Campers must keep their rooms clean and in good order. Campers and their parents will be held responsible for
any damage to rooms and furnishings, and payment for such damage will be billed to the parents. In cases where
damage is incurred by a group, the person(s) directly involved along with each member of the group will be
responsible for an equal portion of the damage. Campers should report any problems to their counselors.

11. Campers may not have automobiles while they are at the camp nor may they ride in any vehicle other than the
designated camp vehicles. Campers who drive themselves to camp must turn their keys in to the Director during
check-in.

12. Campers are expected to dress sensibly and appropriately at all times. Shirts, shorts, and shoes must be worn at
the natatorium, on all walks and activities, and in and around the dorm.

13. Campers are expected to show courtesy toward fellow campers, recreational swimmers and staff at the
natatorium, the dorm staff, and the camp staff.

14. Campers are required to attend all camp sessions and be on time for roll call. If a camper is ill they should contact
a counselor or athletic trainer immediately.

15. If a camper's behavior is consistently and severely at odds with the camp's rules and regulations, he/she will be
sent home. Parents will be notified and required to make all necessary transportation arrangements for an immediate
return home at their expense. There will be no refunds or credit of fees from the camp under these circumstances.
